HOPA surveys are a NJ Law MANDATE
and instruct all senior community HOA'’s to periodically collect and verify through census, the names, number
of occupants, ages and birthdates of all occupants residing in a residential senior community unit. An age
certification document from the HOA is required for Certificate of Occupancy in the municipality of Berkeley
Township, New Jersey.
