The financial cost to you, the homeowner, could range from $200- $500 to cover the price of
the tree, soil amendments, mulch, tree stakes, wire-enclosure & support poles to protect
against deer browse / antler rubbing.

The time cost to you, the homeowner, would be the requirements to water the tree and
maintain the enclosure for 12-months after the installation. Once installed, your tree becomes
the property of the SRP Westerly HOA.

Do not
plant your tree until you have the final written approval from the HOA. It is recommended
you speak with any neighbors about the plan installation of your tree. The turn-around time to
review and approve or deny your request could take up to 30 days from the date of your
submission so your patience is appreciated.
